Selecting the Right
Laundry Cart

Carts can be constructed in plastic, fiberglass, metal or a
combination of all three. However, in this article we’ll be
exploring important considerations when purchasing
polyethylene laundry carts that even experienced laundry
professionals and purchasing managers may overlook.

You Said It! Types of Polyethylene

Polyethylene plastic is offered in different types to suit
different products and applications. They are waterproof,
clean with common cleaning agents and allow RFID signals
to pass easily through their walls. But not all plastics are
created equal.
